The demand for our 

kind of education is unmet and increasing. We educate 

students in relatively small classes, with three subjects 

in English, active student ï teacher interaction and 

dedicated teachers.  

The financial crisis in Europe and America has  

also severely hit Little Stars School. Now the school is 

struggling to get the funds for the teachersô salaries.  

We have started to ask 25 rupees per child per month. 

We are hoping that 400 families are able to pay.  At the 

moment we donôt want to think about scaling down.
